MINUTES OF THE SPECIAL MEETING OF THE

Barros Matters/Discipline Decisions
The meeting was called to order at 5:35 P.M.
Present at the meeting were Commissioners: Lyons, Farrow, Castillo, and Brown.  Also present were: Lt. M. Straubel, Lt. R. Garcia, Sgt. C. Paris, Neil Austin, and Brett Owen.
Roll call of Commissioners: Lyons, Farrow, Castillo, and Brown.
On a motion by Commissioner Castillo, and seconded by Commissioner Lyons, the board unanimously voted to go into executive session at 5:36 P.M.
Public Session: 5:59 P.M.
Item A:
1. O.I.A. Case Number-12I-111 (P.O. R. Pascone): On a motion by Commissioner Farrow and seconded by Commissioner Lyons, the board unanimously voted that for the violation sustained in this matter, Police Officer R. Pascone would receive verbal counseling.

Item B:

1. O.I.A. Case Number-13I-235 (P.O. B. Pisanelli): On a motion by Commissioner Farrow and seconded by Commissioner Lyons, the board unanimously voted to approve the proposed settlement with the City (Labor Relations), and the Union in this matter.  P.O. B. Pisanelli will serve a twenty-four (24) working day suspension without pay and forty-eight (48) holidays will be deducted from his holiday bank.
Item C:
1. O.I.A. Case Number-12I-339 (P.O. T. Lattanzio): As a result of hearings held in the Chief’s office Officer Lattanzio was found to be in violation of department rules and regulations: 1.3.4; 1.3.5; 1.3.6; 1.3.3.7; 1.1.7.2; 1.1.8.4.1; 1.3.21; and 1.3.29.  For violation of the aforementioned department rules and regulations, Officer Lattanzio has been suspended without pay for a period of ninety (90) calendar days.  Further, the Board requests and recommends that upon completion of the suspension, the Chief of Police (Chief) order Officer Lattanzio to participate in appropriate behavioral training, and following training, be evaluated as to his ability to interact with the public in a respectful and otherwise proper manner. The Board also requests that the Chief of Police update the Board, as appropriate, concerning Officer Lattanzio’s status.
On a motion by Commissioner Castillo and seconded by Commissioner Farrow, the board voted unanimously that the verbal counseling issued in Item A-1,  would not serve as precedent setting or past practice for future Barros/Discipline matters.  The resolution of Item A-1, is supported by the Office of the City Attorney and Labor Relations.  Furthermore, the police officer in Item A-1, will engage in verbal counseling with a designated command level staff member of Captain or higher that will address the nature of the complaint, policy violation(s) and corrective measures.  The commanding officer assigned to each case will document the counseling session and present a written report to the board in a timely manner.  The verbal counseling issued in Item A-1, will not be placed in a parity report or the personnel file of the involved officer.
On a motion by Commissioner Farrow seconded by Commissioner Lyons, the board voted unanimously to adjourn at 6: 05 P.M.
