On a motion by Commissioner Roach and seconded by Commissioner Castillo, the board unanimously voted to go into executive session at 6:02 P.M.

Item A:
1. O.I.A. Case Number: 13I-182 (Sgt. Feola) - On a motion by Commissioner Roach and seconded by Commissioner Castillo, the board unanimously voted to uphold the findings of Office of Internal Affairs Case Number: 13I-182 and found Sergeant Feola in violation of department rules: 1.1.7, 1.3.4, 1.3.5, 1.3.6, 1.3.12, and 1.3.21. For violation of these rules, Commissioner Roach and Castillo voted for the following discipline to be imposed effective immediately: Sergeant Feola is reduced in rank and demoted to the rank of Police Officer,  suspended without pay for a period of six (6) months, ordered to undergo any and all retraining as determined appropriate and necessary by the Chief of Police, and is ordered to complete all required re-certifications as a pre-condition to his returning to full regular duty as a Police Officer, following service of his suspension without pay.  Commissioner Farrow’s dissenting opinion: On the basis that the appropriate penalty for the foregoing violations of Bridgeport Police Department’s Policies and Procedures / Rules and Regulations should be termination from employment with the BPD, effective immediately.  On a motion by Commissioner Roach and seconded by Commissioner Castillo, the board unanimously voted to accept the written discipline decision for OIA Case Number: 13I-182.
On a motion by Commissioner Roach seconded by Commissioner Castillo, the board voted unanimously to adjourn at 6:18 P.M.
