This mosquito awareness campaign is being held to educate the community on simple ways to protect yourself and your property against mosquitoes. Mosquito-transmitted diseases like the Zika and West Nile Viruses are current major health concerns and this awareness campaign is one of the strategies the Bridgeport Health Department is employing to address these concerns.
Today, we have come to share health materials with you about mosquito transmitted diseases like Zika and West Nile viruses. (Provide handouts) 
You can help the community control mosquito-transmitted disease by doing these three things: protecting yourself, eliminating standing water around your property, and sharing this information with your family, friends and neighbors. 
To protect yourself from mosquitoes, please wear long pants, long sleeve shirts, shoes, and socks when you go outside. When you don’t wear long sleeves, you want to make sure you wear insect repellant with DEET.  
You should eliminate sources of standing water around your property. Sources of standing water can be potential place where mosquitoes can rapidly reproduce. Some common sources of standing water around your house include: clogged gutters & drains, trash & recycling bins, buckets, old tires, bird baths, and other containers that can hold water. Even swimming pools that are not clean, chlorinated, or covered can be breeding sites for mosquitoes. If you store rain water, make sure you keep that container covered. 
The last thing you can do to help control the mosquito population is to share the information you have learned about today with your family, friends, neighbors, and co-workers.
